AGREED:- Members agreed to renew our contribution for the coming year at same as last year £400 but in view of difficulty in obtaining reliable figures regarding usage we request that figures are obtained for 1st 3 months of service during summer period and if this is not sustainable then recommend the local Parish Councils consider giving notice to terminate the service. LDNPA consider in the circumstances of the case, the application should not to be considered separately from the following:-  reserved matters; layout and scale. Without the above reserved matters it is not possible to understand or make a full and proper assessment of the potential impacts and implications which a development on this site might have. In accordance with the provisions of Article 5(2) of the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) Order 2015 we therefore notify you that we are unable to determine the application unless full details of the layout and scale of the development are provided. These must be shown on accurate site layout, elevation, floor and section plans drawn to a metric scale. 

The application will not be progressed until these details are received by LDNPA.

Other planning matters discussed at this meeting:-

7/2017/5137 EE Telecommunication’s apparatus, equipment cabinets, fenced compound and 15 metre of new access track – Barrow Wife, Cartmel Fell.

Representatives from Dales Survey and EE will be attending meeting in view of large number of objections from local residents to the proposal.
Three members of the public attended the meeting to address the representatives in attendance of their concerns and objections.    They had the opportunity to express their deep dissatisfaction at the location of the proposed mast which is very close to the very few properties at this remote location and other concerns.  They were also very upset because only a site notice was put up; local residents did not receive a notification of development letter or were consulted.  There was a lot of discussion from public and representatives and some answers and explanations were provided regarding the background information in respect of this proposal.

ACTIONS:
EE agreed to look into an alternative colour for the mast, not brown and the possibility of an alternative site that will meet their needs. 
Parish Council to write to LDNPA to express our concerns regarding the lack of notification with adjacent residents and consultation process of this proposal and enquire regarding their policy regarding telecommunication providers sharing masts where possible.

Bench renovation project- Clerk has established contact with Community Payback Team Manager and he has confirmed that this is a project they would be interested in.  Please Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Squire to liaise with him regarding meeting up for site visit to assess the project? 
Woodland Area planning scheme: Andy Hannock from Bergen Arbotech has made some suggestion of specimens for planting and given us contact details at Weasdale nursery and arranged discount for us.  Please can I have volunteer/s to take project forward?   Brambles and weeds cleared now ready to proceed.
Wilkinson Monument:  Painting deferred. As agreed at last meeting the clerk drafting advert for Tender for local paper.
