Review of transparency / Code for Small Authorities.
Clerk reported our obligations and progress towards compliance which is almost complete apart from finalising Councillors’ responsibilities and details of land and assets owned by the Parish Council to be published on the Parish web-site. Clerk and Mrs Squire and Chair have met with “Make us a website” team to action updates and amendments to Parish website to facilitate compliance.
PLANNING – Planning Applications TO BE RATIFIED UNDER CLERKS DELEGATED POWERS- None 
New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council:- 

7/2017/5137 EE Telecommunications apparatus, equipment cabinets, fenced compound and 15 metre of new access track – Barrow Wife, Cartmel Fell. AGREED:- Members supported the application and recommended approval. Ref UT7 Where the need for particular system out ways the visual and other impacts of the siting. However they would like LDNPA to consider some form of screening/artificial tree camouflage in view of the rural location adjacent to properties.  Also Members of the Parish Council commented that they would like to see LDNPA develop a policy which makes “mast sharing” by Telecommunications providers’ compulsory not just advisable.
Proposed by Cllr Armstrong, Seconded by Cllr Clarke. Cllr Wightman abstained as he has been involved in pre-consultation process with Dales Survey as he is local resident and landowner to the proposed site.

ONGOING ISSUES:  
Complaints about rubble and fires at Brocka -SLDC Environmental Health visited Brocka site on 23.2.17 and found builders rubble that they believe to be consistent with building work the landowner is carrying out, they state no action regarding bonfires as location of fires is not un-neighbourly.  No further action at this time. If we believe there are further breaches, contact Environment Agency.

Risk of flooding at Sheepbarrow Close culvert. ACTION:-  Work has been agreed Clerk is following up every month with Howard Lawton from EA, but is unable to obtain a start date from contractors. ONGOING.
Newton – Speeding from bridge over A590 into Newton, causing concern and recent demolition of post box. ACTION:-Cllr Wearing confirmed he has asked Victoria Upton CCC to place on next year’s list for consideration regarding traffic calming markings, he feels location is unrealistic for speed bumps. Regarding flooding risk at Newton from beck in gardens and maintenance of culvert grid. As a result of site meeting no further progress can be made until protocols are agreed with regard to environmental impact.  Application form for work to be carried out obtained from David Bell CCC, members agreed to wait and monitor issue before proceeding with application.

-Memorial seat on footpath by school very overgrown – Clerk to check with Cllr Marwood what arrangements were made with family regarding maintenance.

- Slippery path signs at Skittergate, 1 fallen off and 1 missing – Clerk to order new signs.

Net on bridge in recreation ground is torn – Clerk to ask SLS Cumbria to remove.

Footpath to recreation ground – Flood damage  

Funding to repair flood damaged footpath is available via Cumbria Community Foundation, new specification drawn up which builds in resilience for potential future flooding and minimum of two quotes required.  Cllr McClure and Cllr Marwood held site visit with Ian Crowe Groundwork contractors to discuss specification; he has quoted for specification which included improvements to build resilience to future events. Cllr Marwood and Cllr McClure will coordinate getting addition quotes – ONGOING.  
ACTION:- Urgently require 3rd quote in order to submit application for next deadline of 15/5/2017 Clerk to contact Cllr Marwood.

Lindale bus shelter- Mrs Sue Lishman reported that slates are loose again on window sills, Cllr McClure will arrange for repair.
NEWTON:- Cllr Bate reported that the track/ beck by Watery Lots at Newton has been reported by local residents as giving cause for concern, it is hazardous  due to potholes and needs a barrier as there is a drop from track into beck. Cllr Bates to get the clerk contact details to write and ask for confirmation about un-adopted road regarding ownership and responsibility of track.  ONGOING. Clerk asked Cllr Bate for update 23/3/2017
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections in Newton-  
Newton Bus shelter - Deferred till Spring /Summer 2017. To be completed by local painter and decorator.   ACTION:-Any suggestion now spring is approaching?
New post box for village hall – Cllr Wightman to liaise with Mark Jackson regarding fitting to exterior of village hall.

Toilets lease - Deed of Easement and Lease have been received from SLDC for approval in respect of Public toilets at Lindale.  ONGOING – 
Clerk reported she has contacted our Solicitor on 23/3/17 to establish progress, she confirmed she has had no response from SLDC legal Department since her last correspondence in October 2016 seeking clarification over Rights of Way agreements.  She has followed up, also District Councillor Holmes will contact SLDC Legal Department to see why the process is so slow.
COMMUNITY PLAN – Members have now agreed the updated questionnaire for the Parish Plan review. Content agreed and being proof read before passing for printing. St. Paul’s have agreed to deliver the questionnaires with May newsletter if Clerk folds and packs into bundles for each round for delivery volunteers.
