ENVIRONMENT

New Issues –    Members raised concerns regarding blocked gullies on Lindale  Hill up to Burnbank Farm filling with grit, noted by Cllr Wearing who will take up with CCC.
It has also been noted that there is an accumulation of rubbish at the site of the Fairy Caves near Brocka.  Clerk is unclear about who this should be reported to?
ONGOING ISSUES:  
Risk of flooding at Sheepbarrow Close culvert. ACTION:-  Work has been agreed Clerk is following up every month with Howard Lawton from EA, but is unable to obtain a start date from contractors.
HGV access/speed and reckless driving issues regarding HGV. Issues identified regarding accessing new development sites in Grange over Sands; this was discussed with County Councillor. He is in contact with Nick Raymond Area Engineer and Victoria Upton from CCC Highways to pursue an experimental order on HGV issues, this will be a quick fix and easier than a full HGV ban through village.  Update soon.

Christmas tree has been removed, Cllr Marwood paid for tree and requires reimbursing.

Footpath to recreation ground – Flood damage  

Funding to repair flood damaged footpath is available via Cumbria Community Foundation, new specification drawn up which builds in resilience for potential future flooding and minimum of two quotes required. 

Action:- Cllr McClure and Cllr Marwood held site visit Ian Crowe Groundwork contractors to discuss specification, he has quoted £2800 which included improvements to build resilience to future events. Cllr Marwood and Cllr McClure will coordinate getting addition quotes – ONGOING.

–Rota for parish area inspections: - January - Cllr Clarke.  
Lindale bus shelter-  Mrs Lishman reported that slates are loose again on window sills.
NEWTON:-
Cllr Bate reported that the track/ beck by Watery Lots at Newton has been reported by local residents as giving cause for concern, it is hazardous  due to potholes and needs a barrier as there is a drop from track into beck.  ACTION:-Cllr Bates to speak to residents to establish ownership and responsibility of the track.
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections in Newton-  
Regarding flooding risk at Newton from beck in gardens and maintenance of culvert grid. 
As a result of site meeting no further progress can be made until protocols are agreed with regard to environmental impact.

Newton Bus shelter - Deferred till Spring /Summer 2017. To be completed by local painter and decorator.
Parish Projects :-

Toilets lease - Deed of Easement and Lease have been received from SLDC for approval in respect of Public toilets at Lindale.  ONGOING – no updates.
COMMUNITY PLAN – Members have now agreed the updated questionnaire for the Parish Plan review. 
ACTION:- Chair will write introduction and Clerk will contact Newton Village Hall committee to see if they will allow Parish Council to provide secure post box to be mounted by door to village hall for purposes of collection questionnaires and for their ongoing us .
HYDRO PROJECT: Cllr Squire reported that there will be further costs in taking the project to the next level and these will need to be reviewed and planning into budget for 2017/18.    Costs are expected much higher than anticipated, Chair Circulated a breakdown and explanation for members. CAfs will be able to advise who may be able to help.  Members are considering that the costs to get to the application stage are excessive and in addition the potential payback from the scheme cannot be confirmed, i.e. selling to National Grid or feedback for parish council or community use. 
ACTION:- Cllr Squire is to investigate further, but project may not be considered viable now more specific costs regarding the pre-planning application stage are available.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS:-
COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING: Cllr Wearing reported on a range of topical issues.  

PCSO Howard is monitoring speeding on Windermere Road.

Flooding at Meathop Road and Grange Golf Club should soon be improved as Railtrack plan to fit new gates at the Winster outlet in May/June 2017.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR SANDERSON: Cllr Sanderson reported on a range of topical issues.

Recycling has begun in Lindale, blue bags for plastics have been delivered. 
The first community hydro scheme in Cumbria was officially opened last week.  I was lucky enough to be invited to it and gave a short speech.  It was one of the first set of projects as you were supported through CAfs and funded by South Lakeland.  
Work continues with flood recovery and resilience, the group continues to meet monthly.  SLDC have received 886 applications paid or part paid 645 at a cost of £829,500. £1.6 million is committed in total so far.  CCF have £3 million left and are encouraging people to apply especially for groups or clusters of houses.  We have an organisation called New Ground who are supporting these sort of schemes.  
Joint work is continuing with the County Council on road sweeping and gully cleansing.  Meetings are also being held with the County Council to discuss Extra Care housing : what range of housing is required and how we can support each other in delivering it.  
Work continues on our Customer Connect programme where we aim to have a stronger customer focus and enabling customer self service.  It will involve changes in the way the council is organised and how staff work, we intend to retain a strong human contact element for those to whom IT is an anathema.
Our economic development team are working with groups of businesses such as Ulverston BID, Kendal BID, Windermere Forward and a range of companies.  We opened a business hub in Kendal which has proved very successful.  It is intended for start up companies and support is provided if needed.  This has been full since it opened, we have a strong focus on creating jobs, preferably higher paid ones.
