Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting –  None
NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS RECEIVED TO BE CONSIDERED BY PARISH COUNCIL: - 
7/2019/5469 at Wilson House Farm, Kendal Road, Lindale, Cumbria, LA11 6QR
Please note that the application has been amended to remove B1 use from the proposed change of use. B1 uses include offices, research and development, and light industrial use. The remaining uses for which permission is still sought are B2 (General Industrial) and B8 (Storage and Distribution

AGREED : Members resolved to let previous decision stand plus comment that the Parish Council does not wish to create a precedent for development along that road which is access to village. Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Clarke.  All in favour.

7/2020/5091 and 7/2020/5090 at Greensyke, Newton In Cartmel, Grange-Over-Sands, LA11 6JJ Rear storm porch and internal alterations includes listed building application.

AGREED : Members resolved to support application and recommend approval. Proposed Cllr Wightman, Seconded Cllr Clarke, all in favour.

Lindale Inn /Audi development breaches and concerns

Members discussed lack of landscaping, the tarmac surface, flooding and exit onto Lindale Hill not on original plans. 

ACTION:- Cllr Armstrong and Clerk to draft letter to LDNPA David McGowan, Head of Development

Lighting at Lloyds BMW – Still a lot of inappropriate lighting causing light pollution

ACTION: Clerk to contact to discuss concerns.

Proposed Housing development opposite Burnbank Farm.  It was noted that Councillor Armstrong has personally written to LDNP about his objections to the proposal for outline planning consent.
ENVIRONMENT: - NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: NEW
Aerial mast Ravensbarrow- Appears to be much taller and covered in dishes. It’s much more obvious. Looks like a different structure maybe 18 ft tall with 4-5 dishes and other bits. 

ACTION:-Clerk to contact LDNPA planning 
Damage from flooding mini roundabout. Cllr Wearing to take forward that there has been gravel washed down to bottom of Lindale Hill and Lingarth/Windermere road area and damage to the mini-roundabout surface and road markings. ACTION: Cllr Wearing to report to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins.
Pothole- Skinner Hill  Clerk to report Pothole on Skinner Hill which has been repaired and re-emerged. HIMS REF W2080990786 08/01/2020, request serious repair to be made as there have been multiple temporary repairs made recently, which do not last very long.
Broken Railings at Waterfall 
Clerk reported broken gap in railings on HIMS system 9/1/2020 Ref W2080990792.
Junction of the B5271 and the A590 at Lindale- Email sent to Highways England on 19/12/19 by Cllr Maynard regarding hazards..
ACTION: Acknowledgement received by Cllr Maynard, there is also an issue with westbound. Awaiting response from Highways England.
ONGOING ISSUES
Speeding on Windermere Road- This has been reported to Country Councillor Bill Wearing who has reported to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins at CCC Highways to investigate options.  
ACTION:- Acknowledgement from Victoria update suggesting what measures would be appropriate. Cllr Wearing advised that a SLOW sign prior to bend will be installed.
Parking- Lindale Hill -HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19   Request by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  
ACTION:-TRO now approved at Grange so this work will be carried out soon in conjunction with Grange scheme.
Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents.  Requested acknowledged and speed monitoring has been carried out. Request for Cllr Wearing follow up and establish status of this request?  
ACTION/AGREED:- Parish Councillors are not satisfied with this response, Chair will discuss with resident who lives at “accident blackspot” as he has a log of accident history and respond to CCC Highways.  ONGOING

Basketball back board- Action:- Clerk to purchase thicker board after end of Financial year 31/3/20
NEWTON: - Vacancy for Parish Councillor still vacant.
Laurel Hedge Newton gardens- The parish council will now need to take responsibility for this. Quote obtained for cutback of overgrown hedge following site visit from SLS and councillors. The cost to cut the hedge back to the wall and remover all waste will be £880 plus vat by Orian/SLS Ltd plus £150 annually to maintain plus VAT other quotes obtained which exceed quite from our usual contractor.
AGREED: Members resolved to proceed with quote from SLS and instruct them to complete the work after 1/4/2020. Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Wightman, all in favour.

PARISH PROJECTS: 
Closure of Lindale Church 

Cllr Squire reported that a committee has held their 1st fundraising event which was well attended and £700 has been raised which will be held by parish Council until they are formally established with committee, constitution and bank account. Clerk to check bank statement to check if CCC Neighbourhood grant has been received.
Change of Parish Name: 
Only Furness account still to change.  Members will be required to attend, clerk to advise when everything is in place.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS: -
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR CORNAH: Apologies.
COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING:-  Cllr Wearing reported in various topical issues. The road markings at the Gill on lower Lindale Hill should be completed soon as the TRO for Grange have been approved and a White Line team will be carrying out work soon.
In response to our concerns over the speed of traffic on Windermere Road/Lingarth corner it has been suggested SLOW sign be installed.

Mike Lamb has nearly completed the Local Groups Directory and it will be available in library’s and on-line.  Clerk to see if we can add link to it on our Parish website.

Local Health and Wellbeing Group meeting on 2nd Tuesday monthly.

There was some discussion regarding flooding in Lindale and blocked gullies. He reported the CCC Highways teams are “firefighting” at the moment and responding to highest priorities where property is at risk. A programme of work will commence in April,

Cllr Armstrong requested that Cllr Wearing to take forward that there has been gravel washed down to bottom of Lindale Hill and Lingarth/Windermere road area and damage to the mini-roundabout surface and road markings. ACTION: Cllr Wearing to report to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins.

AGREED :- Members to advise clerk of any blocked gullies and she will request that the are cleared.

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR GARDNER:-  Cllr Gardener reported on various topic issues she is working on, in particular dog fouling campaign in Flookburgh, posters to be available soon, and advised us of new contact for use of litter pick equipment from SLDC is Sue Warner.
