Update on breach issues causing concern reported in April 18 (Brocka and BMW landscaping removal still outstanding.)  Followed up by clerk, no response at time of meeting, ongoing.
LDNPA Development Management Update June 2018 – Paperless planning applications to be viewed via LDNPA planning portal.  It was reported at LNDPA Forum meeting that councils can opt to receive paper applications until December 2018, LDNPA have now updated their records to reflect this.
ENVIRONMENT
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES:- 
blocked gullies – Cllr Maynard reported via HIMS system last month, 10 out of 12 gullies cleared, (1 was obstructed by parked car and 1 needs further action.)

30 MPH Repeater Windermere Road, Bell Hill – Sign damaged and broken by impact, sign detached from post. Reported to HIMS

Missing waste bin Bell Hill – Waste bin from Bell Hill/Windermere Road junction has disappeared without our knowledge, Clerk liaising with SLDC John Barwise regarding this matter, he is currently investigating.
Additional litter bins – Parish Council have requested addition litterbins at entrance/exit to the footpath through church yard and bowling green, due to problems with dog waste and other rubbish being places in church green bins.  Clerk is liaising with SLDC and has site meeting on 22/10/2018 with Susan Scott.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
Use of bridleways -Complaint about trails motorcycles using bridleways at Hollow Lane and Hampsfield causing damage and disruption for other users. ACTION Clerk has referred to LDNPA for guidance. No response at time of meeting.
- Broken Bus Stop sign  - Bill Wearing advised the bus stop sign will now be mounted on street light standard not replacement post.

- Obscured 30mph sign at Sheepbarrow – Cllr Wearing confirmed an additional repeater 30 mph sign is to be installed in clearer position.
PARISH AREAS:-
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.  
- Bridge anti slip surface   ACTION:- Clerk has followed up with contractors, to be actioned.
- Tree growing in culvert in recreation ground- clerk has contacted contractors to see if they can remove it.   ACTION:- Clerk has followed up with contracted, to be actioned.
-Bramble rubbish in recreation ground .  ACTION:-  Rubbish now removed – matter closed.

Bus shelters Slates need fixing on windowsills.  Clerk reported that Cllr McClure is arranging this.

SLDC Inspection report:- No issues.

Trees and well – Ornamental Gardens. Cllr Wightman reported following site meeting at the Newton well adjacent to the High Newton Gardens members agreed to proceed with the siting of a rawl-bolted grid over the well area to afford local residents peace of mind. ACTION:- Cllr Wightman to investigate costs and obtain a quote. Contractor is very busy. ONGOING.

HYDRO PROJECT

Cllr Squire is project managing this project, clerk will keep expenditure log in accordance with terms of the grant on template provided. 2nd Stage payment paid to Teesdale Environmental Consultants and progress report due soon.
Change of Parish Name:-

Process is ongoing. Barclays bank name change complete and Furness Building Society to change accounts into our new name.  Transfer of our website to new domain is completed. Access to website is now sorted and will be updated as a priority.  HMRC and VAT name change to be advised. Cllr Maynard is to liaising with CM Signs to arrange new header for parish notice boards with new name. 
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS:-
COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING: Cllr Wearing reported on various topical County wide issues.    County Council budget is due to be set late November and is expected to be 3-4% increase.  No flooding issues as far as it are known in parish. CCC Highway Maintenance has dealt with 10 of the 12 blocked gullies notified recently.  1 needs further attention and one obstructed by parked car.  It was noted that this is good result. Cllr Wearing reported the bus stop will be fixed onto the lighting column and proceed very soon. An additional 30 MPH repeater to be installed near Sheepbarrow Close on Kendal Road and 30MPH roundel on Windermere Road to be fixed.
