CLERKS REPORT

              Review budget and projected year end balances for 2019/20 budget
a) Clerk reported the Parish Council is operating within overall budget in respect of expenditure to date and projected to finish year within budget. With a small surplus in the region of £350. Attached report details individual budget expenditure at current time and projected to year end.  There are two headings exceeding budget, Parish greens and Audit.  Parish greens are due to high volume of unplanned maintenance required on trees on parish areas/clearing of brambles at waterfall area and clearing of overgrown wall at Coronation tree.  The cost has been spread with some being charged to contingency and reserves.  Adjoining residents at The Coppice, Recreation ground and the waterfall woodland funded the work on their properties at same time at their own cost to maximise impact and benefit of clearance work.
During year VAT refund of £1929.67 for 2018/19 has been received and £200 donation from Bonus Ball for Toilet maintenance.

Discussion and Q & A from Responsible Financial officer/Clerk

ACTION:-
Members agreed to check they are completely happy with tree work.  There is work pending at Newton gardens regarding Ash die-back (monitoring) and clearing of Laurel hedge, Cllr Armstrong obtaining 2 further quotes.

Risk Assessments for 2020/21

Members and clerk carried out review of risks to Parish Council in respect of:-

Assets, Finance, Liability, Legal Liability and employees (See attached risk assessment report and notes). 
The clerk had circulated copies of revised and updated risk assessment to members prior to the meeting.  Cllr Wightman mentioned  that we should investigate any liability the parish council may have when the village is very busy due to Christmas Markets at Yew Tree Barn. His concerns are about, wet leaves on footpaths, parking and traffic volumes.  These are all CCC Highways issues and members will revisit and near future and flag up concerns to CCC and County Councillor.

PARISH PROJECTS -Consideration of Parish Projects requirements for remaining period 2019/20 and next year 2020/21. 
a)  Other parish council responsibilities with budget implications. i.e repairs/ renewals and maintenance to assets. 
2019/20 - It was agreed that it is not feasible to consider any projects in the current financial year as all budget is account for and predicts small surplus in the region of £350.

2020/21 – Toilet refurbishment .It was suggested that during next financial year the parish council need to carry out a basic refurbishment of the toilets, with view to removing the urinal, installing soap dispenser and new towel dispenser.  There are funds of £4200 in the toilet maintenance fund this is considered sufficient for this project. (Includes Bonus ball donation and PC contribution for 2019/20.
Wilkinson Monument painting. It was suggested that we need to try and secure quotes and carry out repainting of Wilkinson Monument as it was last painted in 2008 and it is essential further deterioration is prevented.  Tender to be advertised in early spring 2020.There are funds of £4315.00 the Wilkinson Monument account with further provision of £500 in 2020/21.   It is hoped this is sufficient, parish may need to consider top-up of costs from reserves or grant funding when quotes are obtained and cost established.
1470     Agree draft budget for precept 2020/21– N.B. SLDC Base rate not yet available to calculate final        impact on Average Precept Council Tax figures.

Clerk to present budget options for consideration in conjunction with Parish Council objectives, to be approved at Full Council meeting on Tuesday 7th January 2020
Discussion and Q & A from Responsible Financial Officer/clerk
The Clerk explained she had endeavoured to make provision for projected expenditure for 2020/21 without increasing the overall budget amount requested for Precept from local residents.  Some adjustments were made and it was agreed to suspend provision of £300 to toilets fund for 2020/21. It is hoped planned maintenance to the toilets and Wilkinson Monument can be funded from the designated accounts with any top up funded from Parish Reserve Funds, projected to be in region of £16k at 31/3/2020
AGREED: Members agreed to put forward the proposed budget and precept amount of £17395 which is a zero % increase held for last 9 years to be approved at next council meeting on 7/1/20.
Clerk to investigate new legislation regarding income from wayleaves for Electricity Northwest equipment on Recreation ground.
