APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD on 13th June 2018 proposed Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Wightman. All in favour.

CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS and DECLARATION OF INTERESTS by members regarding items on the agenda:
Cllr Armstrong declared a conflict of interest in planning applications due to his profession as local Architect. He will not vote on any planning matters but will contribute to the discussion.
Public participation/questions or concerns relating to items on the agenda. –
A local resident brought to the attention of the parish council concerns about the recent event of 2 dogs being off leads in the recreation ground, Clerk explained the Dog Control Legislation had been superseded by new legislation under governance of SLDC -PSPO (Public Space Protection Orders) this covers dog fouling throughout the district however if extensions are required to legislation such as exclusion zones or dogs on leads, the landowner needs to apply for a PSPO and there will be significant cost attached.  The complainant did not believe the dogs were fouling and he agreed to monitor times and if there is an issue of fouling. It is noted the Parish Council has not received any other comments or concerns.

PLANNING REPORT:-

Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting –  None
New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council:-
7/2018/5346 former BMW GARAGE, Lindale – Proposed new Veterinarian centre. The application was discussed with the applicants who were present to answer any queries raised which were to the satisfaction of the council.

AGREED:- Supported Recommend approval. Proposed Cllr McClure, Seconded Cllr Maynard, all in favour.  Cllr Armstrong abstained on voting.

7/2018/5190  Alnat Business Park – Proposed 4 additional commercial/light industrial units

AGREED:- Neutral response, members have concerns regarding how busy and congested parking is on the estate at present, planning application is very optimistic about the need for additional parking which members believe is not realistic. Erection of new units will also reducing land already used for parking. Proposed Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Wightman, all in favour.  Cllr Armstrong abstained on voting.

We have also received communication via CALC that funding may be available for projectors to allow planning applications to be displayed electronically at PC meetings.

AGREED: Clerk to contact Dave McGowran at LDNPA to feedback our concerns to the change in consultation procedures with Parish Councils. Members believe that it will impede a fair and full consideration of planning applications by Parish Councils.  Cllr Armstrong suggested we liaise with other parish Councils to identify common issues and concerns.
Members requested that the clerk bring the following matters of concern to the attention of LDNPA for investigation. ACTION:-Clerk to follow up as no response received to date.

i)  Alnat Business Park – vegetation screening from main road appears to be dramatically reduced and site is now highly visible. RESPONSE – LDNPA cannot find any reference to screening, some vegetation has been removed to allow extra spaces for parking.

ii) BMW new Mini development –Plans state retaining of shrubs and trees but they appear to have been obliterated. RESPONSE- Complaint upheld
iii) Brocka- Please can LDNPA investigate if unauthorised development or breach is taking place. Lots of building material in open view from road near site of Brocka Cave. RESPONSE – LDNPA have investigated the wrong area on site, clerk to request that they will revisit and examine the cave area not the footpath.
iv) Lakeland Audi New showroom – Please can LDNPA investigate lighting scheme approval – highly visible lighting down recreation ground path/adjoining property by bus shelter. RESPONSE- Complaint upheld
ONGOING –awaiting response from LDNPA.

NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES:- 
Memorial Bench on Grange Road

Cllr Maynard reported that the family strong wish the bench to be located on the Grange Road verge. ACTION: Clerk to liaise with CCC Highways to put agreement into place.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:

CCC Highway Faults reports HIMS – 

- Broken Bus Stop sign  - Bill Wearing following up bus stop sign again - Still outstand after many, many months, County Cllr Wearing to  pursue and ask Highways contractors to fix./
- Obscured 30mph sign at Sheepbarrow – Reported 10/10/2017 and followed up 17/4/18 - Still outstand after many, many months. County Cllr Wearing to pursue to see if it can be relocated to a clearer line of vision.
-No Entry sign on B5271 Windermere Road to A590 still not replaced, Cllr Wearing to follow up as very hazardous. Clerk to report to HIMS ref  W1880934054.
PARISH AREAS:-
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.  
-- Hole in bridge Now repaired.  Please monitor in case it occurs again.
- Tree growing in culvert in recreation ground- clerk has contacted contractors to see if they can remove it. 
It was reported that the ground has been boggy between the culvert and the slide; contractor has done some remedial work with new drains as part of the footpath/car park project, monitor improvements.

ACTION:- Clerk to email plans of recreation ground to Cllr Armstrong.

Bus shelters Slates need fixing on windowsills.  Clerk reported that Cllr McClure is arranging this.
Slippery path at Skittergate- Update from Cllr Maynard reported that the installation of a handrail on the steep part of the footpath has been completed and is now in place. Invoice now paid. 

SLDC Inspection report:- No issues, bridge hole now repaired.
Trees and well – Ornamental Gardens. Cllr Wightman reported following site meeting at the Newton well adjacent to the High Newton Gardens members agreed to proceed with the siting of a rawl-bolted grid over the well area to afford local residents peace of mind.  ACTION:- Cllr Wightman to investigate costs and obtain a quote. ONGOING.
Tree Inspection by Bergen’s to be arranged at end of growing season when easy access to trees can be made. ONGOING

Cllr Squire is project managing this project, clerk will keep expenditure log in accordance with terms of the grant on template provided. 2nd Stage payment paid to Teesdale Environmental Consultants and progress report due soon.

HMRC and VAT name change to be advised. Cllr Maynard is to liaise with CM Signs to arrange new header for parish notice boards with new name.

Follow up of No Entry sign is a priority as it is hazardous.
