AGREED: Member agreed to adopt the budget presented and request total precept including grant of £17395.
Proposed Cllr McClure, Seconded Cllr Maynard, all in favour.

ADOPT NEW MODEL STANDING ORDERS TO REFLECT amendments made SINCE LAST MODEL STANDING ORDERS WERE ADOPTED IN july 2018 following gdpr updates

NALC Notice L09-18 Model Standing Orders 2018 Amendment which details the changes made and why following the update LO04-18.  The majority of standing orders remain unchanged apart from the ones that incorporate amended error/s or reference new statutory requirements.  New Model Standing Orders and NALC Notice L09-18 have been circulated to all councillors.

AGREED: - Members resolved  to adopt new  Model Standing Orders 2018 as per update NALC Notice LO 09-18 Proposed Cllr Wightman, Seconded Cllr Maynard, all in favour.

PLANNING REPORT: -
Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting – 
––7/2018/5727 (Resubmission) Land adjacent to Shaw’s warehouse Lindale, 5 Local needs houses. Members to ratify clerk’s decision to Support Application and recommend approval under delegated powers in conjunction with Chair/Vice Chair. 

AGREED: Members agreed to ratify the clerk’s decision regarding this application. Proposed Cllr Wightman, Seconded Cllr Maynard, Cllr Armstrong abstained, all other members in favour.

New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council: -
7/2018/5740 Burnbank Farm, Lindale – proposed Extensions and alterations including demolition of existing store, partial demolition.

AGREED: Application supported, Comments: we are disappointed with the design of the garage, we would have liked to see a design more in keeping with the overall design of the site/development and we would have liked to see the “landmark” barn retained and converted to use as garage, but we do not have any objection to the proposed development. Proposed Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Wightman, Cllr Armstrong abstained, all other members in favour.

7/2019/5007 Hare Hill Farm, Cartmel Fell, Grange over Sands – proposed conversion of barn into venue for courses/workshops including car parking and passing place.

AGREED: Application supported, recommend approval, comments- Proposed Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Wightman, Cllr Armstrong abstained, all other members in favour.

7/2018/5782 (Resubmission) Lindale Inn – Proposed change of use from public house to car sales and office, including demolition and part rebuild.  (Also letter of objection to LDNPA from local resident sent to us for information)

There were 8 public present who were attending to make representations to express their objections to the planning application regarding the Change of Use and associated development of the Lindale Inn. The public present were given a considerable amount if time to out their opinions forward.  These varied but the main objections were that the development won’t retain the character of the village, that the flood risk issues need more consideration, concerns about the creeping industrialisation of the village and concerns about the impact of the volume and speed of traffic accessing the site.
There were also a large number of objections from 1 resident regarding the technical validity of the application. We were unable to respond to these as we members do not have the expertise of planning officers and the technical aspects of the application are for the planning authority to validate or deal with. Overall consensus was that the public present urged the parish council to recommend refusal of this application
ACTION: At the last submission in September 2018, members of the parish council supported the application and recommended approval.  As a result of the representations made at this meeting, members agreed to defer making a decision for this resubmitted amended application. Members requested the clerk contact LDNPA to request the application is considered before full planning committee and that we be granted an extension until after our next meeting on 13/2/19 in order to fully consider the application in view of the points raised at this meeting.

Other planning matters: - 

Paperless Planning consultations - Members have applied to LDNPA for £250 to assist with how we deal with paperless planning applications. It is recommended that we invest in a portable digital project and screen for Newton village hall. (Lindale already has screen and projector, remote control is in right hand cupboard, top shelf), Newton does not have a digital projector or screen.

A budget projector can be purchased for between £60 and £150 and a screen for £109 plus VAT

-  Up-date on complaint regarding breaches at BMW garage regarding landscaping.

LDNPA responded Nov 18 - To advise they are looking into the landscaping of the site and unfortunately due to high planning application numbers they have not been able to progress this matter as quickly as they would have liked.  LDNPA have been in contact with Lloyds BMW who has provided information with regards to the landscaping of the site but planning has not yet been able to address this.  Further update from LDNPA when progress is made.

AGREED: -Clerk has requested copy of landscaping plan. It is noted some trees have been planted and there appears to be more lighting on the site. Clerk to follow up again and reiterate concerns about the light pollution being caused by the site. 
- Update on issues causing concern reported in April 18. Only other outstanding complaint is land at Brocka, LDNPA have now correctly identified the location and currently investigating. FU by clerk 10.10.18

 Additional litter bin/s to alleviate issues by dog fouling being placed in church flower bin- Clerk is in discussion with Susan Scott and site visit held to discuss options, awaiting response of what has she has been able to agree. Members requested location to be agreed, a bin fixed to railings of war memorial site might be an appropriate location. 
Missing waste bin Bell Hill – Clerk liaising with John Barwise /Sue Scott at SLDC. This bin was apparently removed because it wasn’t used much??  
Memorial Bench on Grange Road – CCC for agreement now completed, Cllr Maynard is liaising with family regarding siting of the bench. 
PARISH AREAS: -
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.  
- Eaves of bus shelters to be checked
Rota: -November - Cllr Armstrong, December -Cllr Squire, January Cllr Maynard. 

Bus shelters Slates have been fixed on windowsills.  Steve Lishman has reported concerns about the eaves. Councillors to review on next parish rounds.
- Fallen tree in recreation ground reported 21/12/2018 – Bergen Arbortech attended to survey and recommended removal asap due to precarious position.  Authorised under clerk’s delegated powers for emergency repairs.  Net cost of £462 charged to Repairs budget.

SLDC Inspection report: - No issues.

NEWTON: -

Old well by Ornamental Gardens. ACTION: - Cllr Wightman is investigating costs and obtain a quote. Contractor is very busy. Members questioned whether this is really necessary as the well is surrounded by a wall and less than 30cm deep. ONGOING.  
- Environmental Board – Newton Gardens- Professor Bob Bunce has contacted the parish council to seek permission for an environment board to be put up in the Newton gardens.  

Agreed in principle at October meeting, Professor Bunce invited to attend November meeting but no show.  Cllr Hart to follow up.

Cllr Squire reported the final reports have now been received but do to overrun of this meeting, discussion to be deferred until next meeting. It was also agreed to contact Archway vets who are currently redeveloping the site opposite the waterfall to see if they are interested in collaborating with us on the proposed Hydro project.
