Karen Lester requested that the parish council record her verbal complaint about her dissatisfaction regarding the advertising and communication with regard to the recent planning application for the Change of Use for the Lindale Inn.  7/2018/5782 (Resubmission) Lindale Inn.  This was noted. Parish Council responded and stated it was advertised in usual way on parish notice boards and parish website. She suggested another notice board is positioned at bottom of Lindale Hill for convenience of residents like her who do not visit the village shop. Parish Council stated the village shop is approx. 100 mtrs away and one notice board in key location is the norm.

ENVIRONMENT
-NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: - Blocked culvert -Culvert under the road from Gardens at Newton to other side of old A590appears to be blocked and is backing up, Cllr Hart is liaising with EA and CCC Highways and will report progress, EA claim is under CCC Highways responsibility
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
 Additional litter bin/s to alleviate issues by dog fouling being places in church flower bins.

Missing waste bin Bell Hill – This bin was apparently removed because it wasn’t used much. Which parish council dispute.  ACTION: - Clerk has been pursuing form a number of months, District Cllr Gardner agreed to follow up both these issues with SLDC.
Memorial Bench on Grange Road – CCC for agreement now completed, Cllr Maynard is liaising with family regarding siting of the bench. ONGING

NEWTON: -

Old well by Ornamental Gardens. ACTION: - Cllr Wightman is investigating costs and obtain a quote. Contractor is very busy. Members questioned whether this is really necessary as the well is closed over and no risk of falling down into it. ONGOING.  
- Environmental Board – Newton Gardens- Professor Bob Bunce has contacted the parish council to seek permission for an environment board to be put up in the Newton gardens.  

Agreed in principle at October meeting, Professor Bunce invited to attend November meeting but no show.  Cllr Hart to follow up.

PARISH PROJECTS: -
HYDRO PROJECT

Cllr Squire reported the final reports have now been received and circulated. Clerk has contacted Archway vets as suggested and they who are currently redeveloping the site opposite the waterfall to see if they are interested in collaborating with us on the proposed Hydro project. They are interested in principle and asked to see copy of the report, however at the moment they are fully committed with redevelopment of new premises and financially to undertake any further commitment at this time.  Cllr Squire authorised the clerk to pay the 3rd stage payment to Tec Ltd for £4000.
