ANNUAL PARISH MEETING OF ELECTORS
Introduction and Welcome by Chair 2018/19- Cllr Mike Squire
Councillor Squire welcomed all members of the public, Mr and Mrs Brian Gresty, Brian as our guest speaker for tonight and members of the parish council.   He welcomed Cllr Jonathan hart as Councillor for Newton ward following resignation of Cllr Russell Bate due to ill health. Cllr bate was thanked for all his good work and contribution to the parish council.
Chair’s Annual Report of Parish Council activities for 2018/19  and plans for 2019/20
As the Parish Council does not have any sources of income, finance is raised through the precept process which is charged as part of your local SLDC Council Tax. The Parish precept for 2018/19 was £17,395 This has contributed towards the upkeep of the Parish Areas and other running costs and represented a 0% increase on the previous year for the Seventh year running. 
The Parish Council is saddened by the closure and loss of the Parish Church; however, it gave local history enthusiasts the opportunity to use scanning and radar equipment to establish with 99% certainty Local Ironmaster John Wilkinson’s grave has been buried in the church.  The Diocese asked if the Parish Council were interested in taking on the building at a pepper-corn rest, however the Parish Council would not benefit by taking on a public building, but we would like to see a community heritage group be able to make use of it.
 The seat adjacent to the Grange Road bus stop was beyond repair and has been replaced, but then was demolished in an accident and has again been replaced.  The Parish Council organised and took part in two successful litter picks in the parish. 
With assistance from SLDC and Cumbria action for Sustainability (CAfS), we have obtained a grant from the Rural Community Energy Fund to carry out a full technical and environmental study to assess the feasibility of using Lindale Beck to produce small scale hydroelectric power for community benefit.  This grant has funded all costs for the study.  If has stablished that it will be feasible to derive significant energy from the beck, however the original idea of using for the village hall is not feasible as it exceeds their annual usage and the feed-in tariff income has now been discontinued. The Parish Council hopes it will be of interest to local industrial or commercial users in the village. 
The has been significant change in the village with the demolition and redevelopment of the site of the former Lindale Inn, after several years of there being no interest in the site Hadwin’s of Lindale purchased the site to extend their services and facilities, the parish council has been involved with consultation from the early stages of this development and the design has evolved to the sympathetic design of a building in the style of the old Lindale Inn.   We appreciate there has been a lot of concern from some local residents, particularly those close to the site, We are hoping their fears will be resolved when the development is completed.
The chair would very much like to see volunteers to fill the vacancies for two councillors for the Lindale ward.
Q and A Parish Councillors, County Councillor and District Councillors.
One member of the public asked how the precept is spent and is that information available to the public?

The clerk explained a finance report of expenditure is approved at every parish council meeting, this is also published on website within councillors’ notes, that a public open Finance and Budget planning meeting is held in December and Parish Finances are available to be examined by public for a period after independent local auditor has examined them, but after they have been approved by full council at June meeting, before they are submitted for Final Audit to PFK. This is advertised on notice boards and website.  The clerk also explained the budget planning process and the types of expenditure we are responsible for and what happens if there is a budget surplus.
County Councillors Report – A written report was submitted by County Cllr Bill Wearing, which was read by the clerk in his absence.      No questions raised by public
District Councillors Report - A written report was submitted by County Cllr Gill Gardner, which was read by the clerk in his absence.      No questions raised by public
District Councillor – Cllr Michael Cornah addressed the meeting and confirmed he had recently completed his 1st year in office as SLDC District Councillor.  He said during the year he had made his locality budget of £1000 available to Staveley Parish Council for a project, this year he would like to offer a funding contribution of up to £1000 to Lindale and Newton in Cartmel Parish. Cllr Cornah was thanked by the Parish Council and they will investigate potential projects for the parish and approach him for his approval for contribution.

After the formalities of the meeting Cllr Squire welcomed and introduced the guest speaker Mr Brian Gresty from the Brymbo Heritage Trust.  He has travelled from Wrexham with his wife as Richard Sells the original representative from the historical trust was unable to attend due to ill health.
Guest Speaker Brian Gestry of the Brymbo Heritage Trust on “Iron Mad John Wilkinson” Father of the industrial Revolution and Lindale Resident.
Mr Gestry addressed the meeting which was very well attended by 50+ people, many thanks to the efforts of Cllr Squire and Christine Squire for the excellent and successful promotion of the meeting and our guest speaker.
Mr Gestry entertained everyone present with interested slides and accompanying tales of John Wilkinson.

His talk was extremely well received with a large number joining the Parish Council for refreshments and enjoyed  a chat with Brian.   The Parish Council members were delighted at the success of the evening and were able to present Mr Gestry with a donation of £50 for the Brymbo Heritiage Trust.
The meeting was followed by tea, coffee and refreshments and informal discussions and questions with Councillors.
