Cllr Maynard reported that he was very pleased with the success of the Annual Meeting and the attendance of 68 people was unprecedented.  Everyone enjoyed the talk from the Guest Speaker about local Ironmaster John Wilkinson.  Thanks, were recorded to Brian Gresty of Brymbo Society and Mike and Christine Squire who spread the word and encouraged so many people to attend.

Cllr Wightman has brought it to the attention of the meeting that he has submitted a planning application for a property that he owns called Pattinson How at Cartmel Fell.  He declared an interest and will not discuss or take part in discussion or voting at Council meeting when this application is presented for consultation.

Cheques for ratification -No report was available due to financial records being held by the Internal Audit whist completing the year end audit and report for AGAR.

Report on year end budgets for 2018/19
The clerk reported on year end expenditure again budget and advised members that we have operated within overall budget with a final year end budget surplus to be transferred to reserves of £1067.10.  There was an overspend in clerk’s salary which was covered by surplus in clerk’s expenses, so overall staff costs were within budget. Overspend in Parish Greens was due to an extra cut in November.  There is also a balance of £613.49 to transfer to Toilet Maintenance Fund from underspend in toilet budget and £520 donations form Bonus ball. All noted by members. No queries. Cllr Armstrong asked for a smile summary of expenditure under each budget heading to be displayed on Parish notice board to inform residents how precept is divided up.
d) Internal Auditor’s Report for year end 31/3/2019. The clerk read the internal auditor’s report to the members. No concerns or actions were identified. Members adopted the report to be submitted as part of AGAR for 2018/19.

Members reviewed the Effectiveness of Internal Financial controls and considered them to be effective and appropriate, no action required.

Members supported this application and recommended approval. Proposed by Cllr Wightman, Seconded by Cllr Clarke, all in favour. Cllr Armstrong abstained,
Other planning matters: - 

Paperless Planning consultations -Parish Council has received from LDNPA £250 to assist with how we deal with paperless planning applications.  Clerk will now purchase digital projector, both village halls already have screens and Lindale has projector, so this will be used at Newton Village Hall. ONGOING
-  Up-date on complaint lighting at BMW garage – Members agreed to send a polite request asking for lights to be angled down and/or sensors fitted.

AGREED: - Clerk to action.
ENVIRONMENT: -
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: A number of environmental concerns were brought to the attention of the Parish Council via email from local resident.
Persistent light pollution at Audi garage site near the former White Rock café, on B 5277 approaching from Meathop Roundabout. These lights come on very early and are angled to dazzle drivers approaching Lindale on the lower road. Can they be (re-)angled downwards, or replaced by action-sensitive lights, or better still removed entirely
Action: email to Hadwin’s, they adjusted them straight away after it was mentioned at recent meeting, so will say, "Thanks for doing it but a bit more would be helpful". COMPLETED
Noxious weed, Japanese Knotweed,  on the grass verge at the sewage works on Kendal Road. This is a notifiable weed. UU should be informed and requested to remove it
Action:- Email sent 2.6.19 to UU  Case ref: CAS19-0036-0748 and reported to CCC Highways Hotline 3/6/19 HIMS Ref: W1980966986 – Weeds
Rock excavation at former Lindale Inn site. The demolition has involved cutting into the hillside under High Pines. Did the PC expect this, and are they monitoring activity on the demolition site? 
Action: We do not have the expertise or responsibility to monitor the activity on the site.  That is responsibility of Building Inspector and planning authority, will suggest Sylvia contacts Building Control direct to express her concerns.
Skittergate vegetation clearance is now needed. It is getting very overgrown. (It is good that the verges are no longer sprayed with weed killer)
Action: Have asked SLS at next cut cycle/ Hedges either side at bottom need cutting back 6 inches or so each side, both sides need strimming over almost the entire length and debris will need to be removed.
Dying larch tree on PC owned land between Brooklands and Ivy Howe on Back Road. Brian Sudlow, former PC Chair, informed me that this land is owned by the Parish Council. It once allowed access to water from the Lindale Beck. The larch tree appears to be dying /Has died. It may be infected with Phytopthera, and may need to be removed. 
Action: Email to Andrew At Bergen to have a look when he is in area and give us his opinion and recommendations.  Not confirmed this is PC land, could belong to Brooklands or No-man’s land!

New Right of Way Marian Jones Ranger for LDNPA would like to speak to the July meeting, about the possible creation of new right of way to Ravensbarrow, now severed from Lindale by the by-pass. 

ACTION: Will attend July meeting.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
Damaged salt bin reported HIMS Ref: W1980964324 - Other Defect or Damage SALT BIN SCHOOL HILL Replaced, matter closed.

-Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents to reduce speed from 50 mph to 40 mph based on evidence of accident hotspot.   Request acknowledged. 

Parking- Lindale Hill - Further to request by owner of baker’s Rest Request has been made by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19. County Cllr Wearing has reported this will be completed within the next few months. ONGOING
- Removal of Briers at Gill – Bergen Arbortech has advised it’s not a complicated operation to carry out a full foliar application of an appropriate Glyphosate-based herbicide at a cost of £482.00 + VAT inclusive of chemicals. 
There wouldn't be any point in doing this until later in the year (late May onwards) because the leaf won't be adequately receptive until the new growth is sufficiently advanced. 

Members have concerns that have been raised about chemicals interfering with the water course at this location.  Action:-Clerk to check safety and proportion of costs for PC.
- Blocked culvert -Culvert under the road from Gardens at Newton to other side of old A590 investigations confirm it appears to be blocked due to collapse Resolved and matter closed.

Additional litter bin/s to alleviate issues by dog fouling being placed in church bins. Missing waste bin Bell Hill – This bin was apparently removed because it wasn’t used much.   No progress despite intervention from District Cllr Gardner and discussion with Susan Scott from SLDC and Cllr Squire about putting a bin on Windermere Road land or by the bus stop.  Ms Scott has apologised; due to administration error no councils were advised that bins were to be removed.
ACTION: Clerk to contact Susan Scott at SLDC for progress report. ONGOING

Audi Parking in Skateboard carpark – Cllr Armstrong reported that former Councillor Bill Woods had advised there was never any formal agreement for them to use 2 car parking spaces.  
ACTION: -Clerk to investigate and try and establish origin off agreement.
SLDC Inspection report: - Basketball back board needs replacing, clerk is checking if we have one in storage, clerk has recollection that a spare is held.
