FU Jan 21 Has promised response/case planner currently unwell, but will follow up in next week- ONGOING
Land at Brocka -response from Julie Birkett 

Complaints and concerns about possible commercial development on land at Brocka. The owner had previously advised that the hardstanding was required for agricultural purposes. This would mean that the hard standing was permitted development and did not require an application for planning permission. Site visit- it did not appear that the hardstanding was being used for agricultural purposes. The equipment stored on the area appeared to be connected to the owners building and/or waste service businesses. Letter to the owner asking for a meeting, but he has declined to meet and has again said that the hardstanding is agricultural.  Will now need to discuss the case with David McGowan to see if there is enough information to allege that a breach of planning control has occurred.  Also written to the Environment Agency to see if they have any concerns about the activity. Not received a reply yet.

Once discussed it with David McGowan will be able to confirm whether there is a breach of planning control and, if there is, what action will be taken. - ONGOING

-Lloyds BMW 5 or 6 of the trees planted in respect of Planning Application No 7/2017/5539 have died and related issues.  Visit with Chair deferred until Phil Stott returns to work. ONGOING

Offer from Archie Workman to restore signs in Newton

Circulated to Councillors and accepted. 
- Proposal from Christine Fildes to investigate possibility of a Community Project to develop an off-road footpath from Alnat to Castlehead farm to complete a safe pedestrian route from Lindale to Grange. She has referred to example of similar project at Sawrey, Claife Community Bridleway/footpath which cost £75k and received funding from the National Trust. (details circulated) 

AGREED: Members discussed the suggested proposal and acknowledged that this is a matter that has been mentioned in the past but has for a number of reasons not been able to be progressed beyond suggestion.  The boundary issue being the main stumbling block, the route of the footpath would be just beyond the easterly parish boundary which is deemed to run down the middle of the highway, however members acknowledged that a footpath would be of benefit to local residents within the parish who wish to walk to Grange and back. It is unknown if National Trust funding would be available like the Claife Community Scheme as there is no National Trust land/property in the vicinity.
In conclusion, members agreed that there is a need for a footpath and support the idea in principle. Clerk to contact Christine Fildes who proposed the project to suggest she canvas the local community to see if there is interest and support to form a community group to investigate further. Clerk to draft response to be approved by Chair.
ONGOING MATTERS OUTSTANDING:-
Missing Cartmel Fell  road direction sign High Newton Followed up Aug 2020 W2081011643 . Followed up again November 2020 
Verges/seedlings approach Lindale Windermere Road.
Members raised issues of self-seedlings causing hazard on verge approaching Lingarth from Grange. Particularly hazardous when passing bus.  There are also issues further along Windermere Road in Grange. Clerk to reported via CCC Hotline Aug 20  ref W2081011829 
Broken Railings at Waterfall 
Clerk reported broken gap in railings on HIMS system 9/1/2020 Ref W2080990792.Clerk followed up July 20, still taped up and not repaired, unfortunately this repair is not classed as priority and we have been advised there is no justification to upgrade it’s status. Telephone call from CCC Highways asks us to bear with them. Ongoing.
Junction of the B5271 and the A590 at Lindale- Email sent to Highways England on 19/12/19 by Cllr Response from Highways England- They have agreed that the installation of a reflective rebounding bollard with a keep left arrow would be the best solution. They are now in the process of instructing contractor to check that there is room to install this type of bollard, which will then be ordered. No timeline for the installation of the bollard at this time but update to follow as you as soon as available.
Speeding on Windermere Road- This has been reported to Country Councillor Bill Wearing who has reported to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins at CCC Highways to investigate options.    CCC agreed for a SLOW sign to be installed. Still outstanding/followed-up by County Cllr Wearing Aug 20. Ongoing.
Parking- Lindale Hill -HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19   Request by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  TRO now approved at Grange, this work will be carried out soon, in conjunction with Grange scheme. Confirmation from County Cllr Wearing Aug 20 that this matter is still ongoing, but he remains close to the issues.

Newton – 
Newton gardens-   The clearing of hedge has revealed other maintenance issues that PC have been requested to address.
It is overrun by brambles, the beck is choked up with weed and more work is needed to be done in cutting back overgrown bushes and trees. A maintenance programme is desperately needed to be done regularly which has not been done for years.
Collection of leaves Arrangements in place for collection of leaves fallen though again, Orian not actioned, therefore Martyn Smith groundworks to complete work as agreed and to reduce flood risk from beck/culvert.
Dangerous Tree in gardens Ratify emergency expenditure of £485 Bergen Tree Services to remove dead tree with hazardous branches. Reported by local resident December 2020 Wood to be collected and utilised by locals. Noted and approved.
Newton Councillor Vacancy -Any suggestions for replacement for Cllr Hart?   Clerk has contacted monitoring office and officially advertised the vacancy, no applicants, now to proceed to co-option. ONGOING

PARISH PROJECTS: 
LINDALE COMMUNITY GROUP/ST PAUL’S CHURCH

Final transfer of funds, last instalment Crowdfunder funds of £ 9685.00. Received on 22/10/2020 transferred to LCT on   9/12/2020.
Cllr Squire reported that progress has been made by the group and the Arch Deacon has agreed the terms of the lease.  It is hoped that it will be advertised in next 6 weeks and group proceed with terms of the lease.

PUBLIC CONVENIENCES LINDALE RECREATION GROUND -UPGRADE PROJECT
Members considered quote from ENW to provide electricity supply to public conveniences £7651.53 net (full details Appendix C) and agreed this was affordable from the SLDC grant.  

It was agreed next stage is to progress proposal further and investigate costs of internal work including cost of installation of Consumer Unit and electrical installations/lights/water heater etc.

County Councillor Bill Wearing: Cllr Wearing reported on various topical issues including
Providing regular COVID 19 updates to members from CCC. 
He reported that a scam is circulating that calls people to ask them to book vaccination and pay for it.  It must be noted this is a scam and there is no charge for the NHS vaccination scheme.

Regarding Highways, the SLOW sign at Lingarth mand lining work should be in place in next 6/8 weeks, work has started on resurfacing roundabout.

He also said he would give his support to a Community Led project to provide an off-road footpath link from Alnat to Lindale.

PUBLIC CONVENIENCES LINDALE RECREATION GROUND -UPGRADE PROJECT
Response from ENW survey
Quote for our proposed works at Public Conveniences Recreation Ground, Grange Rd, Grange-over-Sands, Cumbria, LA11 7LL
Drawings to illustrate the route and work required. A safe working environment has to be maintained and because of this reason, a road closure will be required. For health and safety reasons we are not allowed to excavate under dry stone walls.  We will take down the wall and re-built once the supply is in. These cost have been added to make up your quote.   Total quote is £9181.84 incl VAT £7651.53 Net, plus cost of internal electrical installation and consumer unit to be completed by Electrical contractor NOT ENW
(You could employ your own excavation team to complete the excavation and installation of the required duct in the Recreation Ground. These costs amount to approx. £2,200.   
We always provide our customers with the minimum cost design but this does rely on you installing the required entry duct.  I can discuss alternative options with you and gladly redesign the plan attached if required)
