AGREED- Work completed at time of meeting, but application supported, recommend approval.

AGREED- The applicant satisfied the planning concerns the councillors had regarding the resubmission of this application, supported recommend approval.

OTHER PLANNING ISSUES- 

Lakeland Audi/Former Lindale Inn 
- Acknowledgement from David McGowan regarding our latest correspondence about breaches at new Audi site/former Lindale Inn. Clerk has again asked for update from Head of Development at LDNPA. Cllr Maynard asked if our concerns about the safety of lights being on overnight distracting motorist could be restated in our next correspondence regarding these issues. 

Response 13/1/21 Mr McGowan states the 5 outstanding issues and confirms they expect an application to cover these in the next month which will be consulted with in the usual way.

-Lighting at development   - Response 13/1/21 Mr McGowan has raised concerns with Steven Abbott Associates with regards to lighting adjacent to the flood wall and at the vehicular entrance to the site and have been advised that these are no longer lit. 

Query as Cllr Maynard asked if our concerns about the safety of lights being on overnight distracting motorist could be restated in our next correspondence regarding these issues.

Land at Brocka -Complaints and concerns about possible commercial development on land at Brocka

 – Response from Julie Birkett 22/2/21 She is intending to prepare a report recommending that enforcement action is taken, two notices will be needed. One for the unauthorised use of the land and another for the physical work to create the hard standing. She is waiting to hear from the Environment Agency about their view on how the hard standing affects flood risk. – ONGOING.  

ACTION:-Clerk to send Minutes of meeting on 23/2/2021 as requested by applicant now they have been approved at this meeting.
Lloyds BMW 5 or 6 of the trees planted in respect of Planning Application No 7/2017/5539 have died and related issues.  Feedback from visit with Chair deferred until Phil Stott returns to work -Email sent Feb 21 no response. ONGOING

AGREED:- Members agreed that nomination papers would be collected from Post Office and they would complete their own papers and nominations for other councillors.
Clerk to collect at 1pm on 1/4/21, insert Electoral roll information, and take to South Lakeland House for checking and lodging ahead of deadline on 8/4/2021 at 4pm.  Any papers after 1/4/21 will need to be taken though by members.  Posters advertising Election and Call for Nominations to be displayed when received. Clerk to attend Zoom meeting with District Council Elections team on 18/3/21 at 5.30 pm.
Local Government Reorganisation Proposals - CALC’s virtual Local Government Reorganisation (LGR) event via Teams.     Thursday 18th March 2021 7-9pm. Closing date for consultation 19th April 2021 our next meeting 20/4/21, consider bringing forward to agree our response.
AGREED:- Members to attend Zoom Meeting on 18/3/2021 to watch presentations of all 4 proposal options for Local Government reorganisation consultation.  Next meeting to be brought forward 1 week to 13/4/2021 so we can agree Council response and submit to meet deadline of 19/4/2021.

ENVIRONMENT: - NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: NEW
-  Electric Vehicle Charge Point –‘Scaling On Street Charging Infrastructure Project’ (SOSCI are looking for a further 100 points west of the Pennines and looking for suggestions (circulated by SLDC Councillor Cornah)
AGREED:- Members agreed that a project of this nature would be more suited to being positioned in one of the car parks at Grange over Sands, there was also concerns about “who pays for the electricity used?”  Clerk to contact District Cllr Cornah and suggest he contact GTC if he has not already done so.
- Environmental improvements in Lindale -Request from local resident for Parish Council to consider a ‘no mow’ regime. To include the grassed areas currently in a mowing contract (with the exception of the main area of the Recreation Ground which needs a recreational mowing regime)
AGREED:- Members agreed that the Parish Council would need a full consultation with the local community before committing to such a policy.  There were concerns that there are enough open green uncultivated spaces around the parish and that the nature of our green spaces are that they are maintained to avoid looking untidy.   Clerk reiterated that we do not want Yew Tree Green cutting or strimming until cowslips and daffodils have finished flowering and died back, our contractor has been advised. ACTION: Clerk to draft response to Sylvia Woodhead and be approved by Chair.

-Tumble down stone wall on Windermere Road, reported by local resident. County Cllr Wearing has escalated this to clear debris and arrange repair. ****
ONGOING MATTERS OUTSTANDING:

- Issues at Hollow Lane 

Reported via County Councillor Wearing who has arranged for Engineer to visit location
1. Drainage needed- to divert the stream off the road, freezing hazard in cold weather
2. A salt bin, by the seat, for use by people who get stuck
3. A notice to say Do Not Follow Sat Nav, or less than 6 ft 6 inches (not sure), or some such sign.

Action:- Cllr Wearing will report back after visit from CCC Highways Engineer.

Missing Cartmel Fell Road direction sign High Newton Followed up Aug 2020 W2081011643. Followed up again November 2020, followed up by Cllr Wearing Feb 2021.
Verges/seedlings approach Lindale Windermere Road.
Members raised issues of self-seedlings causing hazard on verge approaching Lingarth from Grange. Particularly hazardous when passing bus.  There are also issues further along Windermere Road in Grange. Clerk reported via CCC Hotline Aug 20 ref W2081011829. 
****ACTION:- Members felt that these issues have contributed to wall falling down as above.  County Cllr Wearing has agreed to follow up with Highways engineer Graeme Wheelhouse. Ongoing
Broken Railings at Waterfall 
Clerk reported broken gap in railings on HIMS system 9/1/2020 Ref W2080990792.Clerk followed up July 20, still taped up and not repaired, unfortunately, this repair is not classed as priority and we have been advised there is no justification to upgrade its status. Telephone call from CCC Highways asks us to bear with them. Ongoing.

Junction of the B5271 and the A590 at Lindale- Email sent to Highways England on 19/12/19 by Cllr Response from Highways England- They have agreed that the installation of a reflective rebounding bollard with a keep left arrow would be the best solution. They are now in the process of instructing contractor to check that there is room to install this type of bollard, which will then be ordered. No timeline for the installation of the bollard at this time but update to follow as you as soon as available.
Speeding on Windermere Road- This has been reported to Country Councillor Bill Wearing who has reported to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins at CCC Highways to investigate options.    SLOW sign now in place, but speeding still occurring, only visible from Grange – monitor issues.
Parking- Lindale Hill -HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19   Request by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  TRO now approved at Grange, this work will be carried out soon, in conjunction with Grange scheme. Confirmation from County Cllr Wearing that this matter is still ongoing, but he remains close to the issues.
PARISH AREAS: -Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections. 
Rota  - February Maynard, March Cllr Winder, April Cllr Squire, May Cllr Maynard.
a) Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections only issues regarding action or monitoring to be reported. 
- Report from Cllr Winder - Report circulated from Cllr Winder regarding poor condition of handrail on Wilkinson Monument steps. 

ACTION: Cllr McClure to speak to Robert Moorhouse to obtain quote for remedial/ replacement work.

b) Parking in recreation ground car park – It has been reported 2 cars are parking in the car park it is thought these as 2 Audi employees as per agreement.
c) SLDC Inspection report: - Report recommends the backboard of the basketball post /net needs replacing.  
ACTION:- Ordered and paid for from 2020/21 budget, out of stock will arrive early may 21.
Damaged Bridge over beck: - Clerk reported that there is a small hole in one of the planks on the bridge, currently covered in mesh. 

ACTION: -Clerk to cordon off with barrier tape pending investigating and arranging quotes for repairs.

Newton – 
Newton gardens-   The clearing of hedge has revealed other maintenance issues that PC have been requested to address.
It is overrun by brambles; the beck is choked up with weed and more work is needed to be done in cutting back overgrown bushes and trees. A maintenance programme is desperately needed to be done regularly which has not been done for years. Cllr Wightman liaising with Orian, but no progress made. Members to consider approaching alternative contractor, review next meeting.
Newton Councillor Vacancy -Any suggestions for replacement for Cllr Hart?   Clerk has contacted monitoring office and officially advertised the vacancy, no applicants, now to proceed to co-option. ONGOING

PARISH PROJECTS: 
LINDALE COMMUNITY GROUP – LINDALE CHURCH

Cllr Squire reported that progress with Diocese has stalled and may require some intervention from Parish Council to politely ask them to proceed with arrangements that have been agreed.  Ongoing

PUBLIC CONVENIENCES LINDALE RECREATION GROUND -UPGRADE PROJECT
AGREED: Members agreed a range of contractors will be required; Builder, Plumber, Joiner and Electrician, members suggested various local tradesman who could be approached.  Plans will need to be developed and agreed so quotes can be obtained. This is on-hold until we can meet in a meaningful way face-to-face. Ongoing.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS: -
County Councillor Bill Wearing: Cllr Wearing reported on various topical issues, he confirmed he is chasing up various outstanding highways issues.  Consultation for Local Government reorganisation is proceeding, SLDC are proposing joining with Barrow and North Lancashire and Cumbria County Council favours a Single Unitary Authority, whole county solution.   
District Cllr Gardner: Cllr Gardner agreed to take up recent issues caused by changes in recycling procedures with cardboard now required to be in blue bins.
